The average
number of patients under treatment
in hospitals at any time has increased
8 per cent over 1941, and this figure,
is mounting steadily.

Student nurses are being called
upon to pull the country through this
crisis. And how can one become a
student nurse: These are the min-
imum . requirements:

1.-Age 17 or 18 to 35 (depending
on state regulations).

2. High school graduation or bet-
ter, with satisfactory grades and
science credits.

3. Good health.

4. If you meet the above require-
-ments write to Students Nurses, Box
88, New York, N. Y. They will send,
you the names of schools of nursing
in your state. Information may also
be obtained from any reputable physi-
cian or hospital in your community.

Like Lieutenant Floramund, whose
parents came to America from Ger-
many, the nursing profession has at-
tracted women of foreign origin.

Lieutenant Olga Constantine Ben-
deroff, who distinguished herself in
the South Pgcific war theater by lead-
ing the first contingent of nurses into
that battle area, is a native of Rus-
sia.

Lieutenant Marie Guadalupe Gen-'

tile, whose father was a Mexican gen-
.eral,. is now stationed at Camp Ruck-
er, Alabama. A student nurse recruit,
Lieutenant Gentile now is awaiting
an overseas assignment.

Under the Immigration Act of 1924
'a number of alien nurses have been
trained in American schools and have:
then returned to their native lands
to do fine work. Similar arrange-
ments are being made by nurses
schools throughout the country,

After graduation from any of the
nation's 1,300 schools of nursing, a
student nurse may take the state
examination and become a registered
nurse.

Classes for enrollees start in June
and Autumn. Courses in nursing
usually require three years, but he-

To become a nurse, a girl must
pay her own expenses, other than
roomm and board.
