PHILADELPHIA,Pa.—Over! ind appealed to delegates for 
3,500 Ukrainian families in th< 
metropolitan area of Philadel­
phia will be approached by 
representatives of the Phil­
adelphia branch of the Ukrain­
ian Congress Committee of 
America between December 
15, 1959 and February 15, 
I960, a two-month period de­
signated for a fund-raising 
campaign of the Ukrainian Na­
tional Fund. 

The decision was unanimous­
ly taken at the meeting on 
Sunday, November 8, 1959 
which was held a t the head­
quarters of the United Ukrain­
ian American Relief Commit­
tee under the auspices of the 
Philadelphia Branch of the 
UCCA. 

The meeting, which was 
opened by Dr. Walter Gallan, 
the branch president and con­
ducted by i: Porytko, was at­
tended by a total of 50 dele­
gates, including 4 UCCA 
Branches from Philadelphia 
and vicinity, and 9 Ukrainian 
organizations from the city. 

The principal speakers at 
the meeting were Walter Dush-
nyck, editor of UCCA publica­
tions, and Ivan "Bazarko, or­
ganizational director of the 
UCCA. both from New York 
Mr. Dushnyck spoke on the 
political activities of the UC­
CA during the past six months, 
and outlined some of the activ­
ities which the UCCA is plan­
ning for the forthcoming year. 
Mr. Bazarko, On the other 
hand, analyzed the internal 
structure of the UCCA and de­
scribed the functioning of the 
organization, as well as its 
liason with the many branches 
throughout the country. Both 
stressed the urgent necessity 
of funds for further and sys­
tematic activities of the UCCA 

.heir most energetic coopera­
tion in this matter. 

Several persons took part in 
a lively discussion which fol­
lowed the reports of the UC­
CA delegates from New York, 
and a number of important 
matters were raised by the 
participants. , 

In conclusion, the delegates 
unanimously supported the 
policies of the UCCA and re­
solved to conduct a two-
month fund-raising campaign. 
lasting from December 15, 
1959 to February 15. I960. 
The city of Philadelphia was 
divided into five districts for 
the purpose of facilitating the 
fund drive, in which 3,500 
Ukrainian families will be con­
tacted and asked to contribute 
for the Ukrainian National 
Fund. 

President of Ukrainian Academy 
Of Arts and Sciences in the U.S.A. 

NEW YORK, N. Y. — Prof. 
George V. Shevelov, Professor 
of Slavic philology at Colum­
bia University, was elected 
president of the Ukrainian 
Academy of Arts and Sciences 
in the United States at the 
meeting of the Academy, which 
was held on October 24, 1959 
in New York City. He suc­
ceeded the la^e Prof. Mykhailo 
O. Vetukhiv who died in the 
Spring of this year. 

Professor Shevelov, widely 
known as a specialist in the 
Ukrainian language and a 
literary critic. whose lit­
erary essays and criticisms ap­
peared under the pen-name of 
Yuriy Sherekh. He was born 
in 1908 in the city of Lomza, 
Poland, where his father. Vo-
lodymyr Shevelov, was a high 
officer in the Czarist army. 
In 1914 George S h e v e l o v 
moved to Kharkiv. Ukraine, 
where he attended high school 
and the university studies. In 
1928 he wrote a series of 
articles in defense of Les 
Kurbas. prominent Ukrainian 
stage director, who was under 
constant attacks by the "pro­
letarian (communist) critics" 
of Ukraine. From 1938 to 
to 1943 he was a lecturer a t 
the University of Kharkiv, 
Ukraine.
