The 48th annual meeting of 
the Ukrainian Sitch of New­
ark. N.J., was held Sunday, 
February 6. A sum of $28.000 
was budgeted to support ac-
activities, of the club's nine 
sports sections during the 
forthcoming year. 

The outgoing club officers 
reproted that 1971 was a suc­
cessful year athletically and 
financially.
