PORTLAND, Maine — Why single
out Afghanistan?

This was the question Michael Se-
menec asked in his letter to the editor,
dealing with the reaction of President”
Jimmy Carter and other leaders of the
free world to the Soviet invasion and
occupation of that country. The letter
appeared in the Maine Sunday Tele-
gram on June I.

Said Mr. Semenec: “Why not include
such countries as Ukraine, Byelorussia,

Georgia, Armenia, Azerbaidjan, Cos-
sakia, ldel-Ural. Turkestan, the Baltic

states, Poland, East Germany, Hun-

gary, Bulgaria, Czecho-Slovakia, Cuba,
Ethiopia, Angola and many others who
are conquered, occupied by the same
aggressor as Afghanistan.

“It seems the democratic world has
legally recognized the conquest of these
countries by the masters of the Kremlin.
The Russians will never leave Afgha-
nistan; in time it will be another pro-
vince of Russia," wrote Mr. Semenec.

Distinguished Ukrainian will be
honored at Barnesville festival

BARNESVILLE, Pa. — A Distin-
guished Service Award will be pre-
sented to an outstanding individual
in the Ukrainian community at the
Ukrainian Festival to be held here in
Lakewood Park on July 18-20, accord-
ing to Steve Postupack, president of the
festival, and nominations for award
recipients are being accepted until July

In elaborating on the nature of the
award, Mr. Postupack reports that “the
award is given every yeartoa Ukrainian
leader who has dedicated his or her
efforts to the preservation of Ukrainian
culture and heritage.”

Nominations should include a list of
organizations in which the nominee is
active, a list of achievements made by
these organizations under the nominee’s
leadership. a recent photo of the no-
minee, as well as other pertinent infor-
mation relating to the nominee’s com-
munity activities. The festival organi-
zers stipulate that the recipient must be
present at the festival in order to receive
the award, which will be presented on
July 19-at 7:30 p.m.

A five-member committee will review
all entries and select the winner. and
their decision will be final.

Last year's recipient was Peter Ma-
runczak of Montreal, who received the
award for his dedication to and preser-
vation of Ukrainian dance. Mr. Marun-
czak is the founder of the Ukrainian
dance ensemble that bears his name.
The group is scheduled to perform at
the festival on July 19 and 20.

considered and without any desire of exploitation. Our honor and stature with the
State Department has been preserved.

The Supreme Executive Committee resolved to participate in the 1979 Christmas
card program with Famous Artists® Studios Inc. on the condition that the net
proceeds were to be turned over to the UNA Scholarship Fund. There were praises
for and criticism of the Christmas cards sent to members, not so much because of
the quality of the cards. but because the cards bore only English inscriptions. The
final result is the best justification of this means. We have added to our Scholarship
Fund, through our participation in this program, the approximate sum of $6.600.
This is but another tribute to the generosity of our members, so many of whom
participated in this program. A report on the program for the year 1980 will be
rendered at this meeting.

Conclusion

Very often in the past, the forum of these annual meetings of the UNA Supreme
Executive Committee. This year, the Supreme’ Executive Committee reserves a
right to criticize the actions of any member of the Supreme Assembly of the UNA.

3. Consideration of recommendations for the production of films in order to
enhance the image of the UNA and in aid of our sales effort.

4. Grant stand-by powers to the board of directors of the UNURC and the
Executive Committee of the UNA to effectuate the placement of a mortgage by the
UNURC on premises at 30 Montgomery St., Jersey City, N.J., and authorize the
guaranteeing of same by the UNA if required.

5. Determine the desired disposition of the old UNA office bunldmg property.

6. Consider and ratify, disapprove or revise the action taken by the Supreme
Executive Committee as to Svoboda and The Ukrainian Weekly subscriptions.

I trust that the good of the UNA will be served by your decisions.
